Acting Surgeon General Recognizes The Early 
Sprouts Program

Last summer, Acting Surgeon General Steven K. Galson, M.D., 
M.P.H., visited a Head Start site in Manchester to recognize the 
Early Sprouts Program. The HNHfoundation has contributed to 
The Early Sprouts Program since its’ inception, providing $275,000 
over three years.

The award from Acting Surgeon General Galson was part of 
a nationwide tour to promote the US Department of Health and 
Human Services’ Healthy Youth for a Healthy Future initiative, 
which targets prevention of childhood obesity and the promotion 
of healthy lifestyles for young people. Healthy Youth for a Healthy 
Future showcases communities that address childhood overweight 
and obesity by helping kids stay active, encouraging healthy eating 
habits, and promoting healthy choices.

“I am honored to have the opportunity to meet � rsthand with 
people who are actively � nding ways at the community level to 
prevent childhood overweight and obesity,” said Dr. Galson, a 
rear admiral in the U.S. Public Health Service.

The award recognizes commitment to building partnerships and 
implementing programs to help kids stay active, encourage kids’ 
healthy eating habits, and promote healthy choices.

The Early Sprouts Program is a research-
based nutrition and gardening curriculum 
for preschool-aged children. The core of the 
program enables children to connect to their 
food supply through a unique “seed-to-table” 
curriculum centered around a working gar-
den, where children learn to grow, harvest, 
and prepare nutritious seasonal produce.

The program began at the Keene State 
College Child Development Center in the 
spring of 2006, and was replicated at eight 
Head Start classrooms in Southern New 
Hampshire and the Children’s Learning 
Center at Dartmouth-Hitchcock in Keene 
during the 2007–2008 school year.
